FOURTH SUNDAY OF LENT MARCH 2, 2008

This Fourth Sunday of Lent is traditionally known as "Latare" Sunday, or Sunday of Rejoicing because it marks the
midpoint of the Lenten Season and calls us to rejoice in the cross of Jesus Christ which has won our redemption.  The
rose vestment the priest wears suggests this rejoicing with its brighter hue than we've been wearing throughout Lent.

When Jesus said, "I am the light of the world," he made it possible for eyes encased in darkness to see what was
truly there.  The blind man in today's gospel not only saw the people around him, but also recognized Jesus as the
Messiah, the Anointed One of God, the center and focus of human existence.  The blind man, cured by the light of Jesus

Christ, could now perceive a bright, new hope and purpose in life.
This Wednesday, March 5, Fr. William Kiel, Pastor of St. Bernard of Clairvaux Parish in Indiana, PA, Diocese of Greensburg,

will be our guest celebrant and homilist for the 7:00 p.m. Mass in our Lenten series on the life and teaching of Pope Benedict XVI.
Fr. Kiel will preach about the pope's second encyclical, "Spe Salve" (In hope we are saved), released just a couple of months ago.
Following Mass, Fr. Kiel will conduct a service of Blessings for Healing.  He has been laying hands' on people for healing over the
past dozen years, or so, ever since he experienced the healing of severe back problems that plagued him for many years.  This
ministry started after a pilgrimage to Medjugorje in which Fr. Kiel had profound spiritual experiences in encounters with one of the
seers and the Croation priest who was the spiritual director.  This is also the monthly Women's Guild and Christian Mothers Mass
with a meeting to follow in Keefer Hall.

Come to Mass this Wednesday at 7:00 p.m. and learn about the pope's recent encyclical on hope, one of the three theological
virtues.  After Mass, receive a blessing for healing from Fr. William Kiel.  Who is to say how the Lord may touch your life and bring
about a healing in you as Jesus healed the man born blind in today's gospel.
