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ADMINISTRATI ON 
 
Parish Pastoral Council 
The Parish Pastoral Council, whose twelve members are leader 
representatives of the parish community, are primarily charged with the 
responsibility to act as a consultative body to the pastor, the shepherd of 
the parish, to insure the process of envisioning, planning, and overseeing 
the mission of the parish community as an extension of the teachings of 
Jesus Christ. 
 
The Parish Pastoral Council is chaired by a President and Vice-President 
and is organized into five standing committees:  

1. Eucharistic/Worship Committee which promotes and animates 
participation in sacramental and prayer life by all parishioners; 

2. Education Committee which assists and supports parents and 
the community in offering a Catholic school program, a Religious 
Education Program (CCD), youth ministry, adult education, and 
teaching respect for all ethnic and cultural populations, as well as, 
physically handicapped and economically disadvantaged; 

3. Evangelization Committee celebrates Gospel values, promotes 
the dignity of the human person, supports the importance of 
family and community and seeks to promote a willingness to 
share the Catholic faith with others; 

4. Stewardship Committee monitors parish resources as to how 
funds will be raised and reserved for the stability and future needs 
of the parish and encourages all parish members to offer their 
time, talent, and treasure for the good of the parish community; 

5. Vocations Committee seeks to cultivate vocations to the 
priesthood and religious life and to strengthen and support 
Catholic marriage and family life.

Baptism Preparation Classes 
Baptism preparation classes take place the first 
Wednesday of each month at the Religious Education 
Center from 7 - 8 p.m.  Classes are facilitated by married 
couples within the parish, and include an explanation of 
the history and significance of the Sacrament and the 

different components of the rite.  Baptism preparation classes are required 
for parents who have not attended before or who have not attended within 
the past four years.  Parents are encouraged to attend before the birth of 
their child.

First Reconciliation 
First Reconciliation takes place on two consecutive Tuesdays before Lent. 
Classroom instruction (either through the Parish School or CCD) and 
course content include the necessary doctrinal content to 
comprehensively prepare students for the reception of this Sacrament.  
Two informational parent meetings are held in the fall to assist parents 
and families in preparing their children for this Sacrament.

First Holy Communion 
First Holy Communion usually takes place the last two 
weekends in April or the first two weekends in May at the 
6:00 p.m. Vigil Mass Saturday evening or the 11:30 a.m. 
Mass Sunday morning.  Similar to preparation for First 
Confession, classroom instruction (either through the 
Parish School or CCD) and course content includes the necessary 
doctrinal content to comprehensively prepare students for the reception of 
this Sacrament.   
 
An evening of retreat, Jesus Night, is held on two consecutive Monday 
evenings prior to the First Communion weekends. Children make their 
pew identifying banners, review their understanding of the Sacrament, and
